ELIGIBILITY:  Laser sailors and C420 sailors must not turn 21 during 2010.  Optimist sailors must not turn 16 during 2010.

A sailor’s age for scoring purposes is their age on June 25 2010; this is the date of the first regatta in the TCYS season.

Optimist White Fleet: Age 10 and under

Optimist Blue Fleet: Age 11 and 12

Optimist Red Fleet: Age 13 through 15

Green fleet Optimists have no age restriction other than not turning 16 during 2010 and should be first-year competitors.  An adult advisor, parent, or coach must accompany participants under 18 years of age.    TCYS membership is required and available at registration.

ENTRY: Please register at the regatta:  Lasers and 420’s register at the CYC Boathouse at the NE corner of Lake Calhoun near the Main Dock, Optimist sailors register at Thomas Beach on the south shore of Lake Calhoun.

Charter
sailors must bring their own sails, spinnaker and spinnaker pole.
WHERE: Club 420’s and Lasers will sail out of the NE corner of Lake Calhoun at the Boathouse area.   Optimists will race off of Thomas Beach on the south shore of Lake Calhoun.  We recommend launching Lasers and Club 420’s at the boathouse otherwise you will need to sail up to the boathouse for the skipper’s meeting.
